Dear Parents and Guardians,

We hope that you have all had a wonderful Easter together and that the children are ready for the start of a fun-filled Summer term in the EYFS. As we welcome the start of Summer1 half term, the EYFS Team would like to share their exciting plans for your enthusiastic, little Early Years learner. 

This term, we will explore the seasonal changes that occur in our lovely environment and appreciate the wonder of nature, as we investigate growth in seeds, flowers and plants.  We will celebrate the beauty of our local environment on an organised welly walk to the local fruit orchard in Collingham. Details for this exciting walk will be sent out nearer the date. Collingham in Bloom 2026 will engage our children in celebrating our amazing local community and develop their understanding of creative ways to look after our environment. The children will be actively involved this half term in exploring and packaging seeds, looking after their own bean plant and developing their scientific knowledge and vocabulary. You might want to get your green fingers ready and take part in the ‘Blooming Barrows’ growing project with your child at home. We would love to see any growing or gardening projects that you and your child are involved in outdoors and in the wider community. Please keep sharing your collaborative learning on Tapestry, the children really enjoy sharing their fun activities and adventures with their friends,  as part of our communication and language sessions. 

We know that the children in the EYFS class are looking forward to continuing their Little Wandle phonics journey this half term, where we will meet many more fabulous new characters and sounds. This will enable our independent writing to develop even further whilst we write our own labels, captions and sentences.  The use of correct letter and number formation remain an important priority as we continue through this final term together. 

In Maths we will be exploring numbers beyond 10 and using our subitising skills to identify 2-digit numbers. Counting songs and rhymes will enhance their understanding of addition and subtraction in a meaningful way. We will continue to consolidate our odd and even numbers and number bonds to ten through the use of topic-themed and practical real-life activities.  

Please note that our PE days will continue to be on a Wednesday and Friday. We kindly ask that children come to school dressed in their PE kits on these days. Please provide a named water bottle for your child too. It is essential that your child has an outdoor coat and suitable footwear to enable them to fully experience and benefit from the outdoor learning provided by our team. 

Our partnership in supporting your child's learning is invaluable, so thank you for your ongoing support and kindness. We continue to encourage you to read regularly with your child please and to record this in their reading record book. Learning the tricky words along with your child will have a huge impact on their writing and reading confidence as they progress through the Summer term.
